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A PORTRAIT OF WATSON
LAKE ZONE

If you decide to visit the Yukon via the
Alaska Highway, the first community that you
will come to will be Watson Lake, a community
of 1300 also known as the Gateway to the
Yukon. (Whitehorse is 441 km west of Watson
Lake.)

This is a busy community that is fortunate to

have amazing recreational facilities including a
s ki hill just 6 km out
a group of volunteers, skiers and non-skiers
alike, formed the Watson Lake Ski Club and
dedicated their time, energy and personal
resources to develop t
what it is today. Due to the strong commitment
of the non-profit society, along with the support
of the local community, municipality and various
funding sources, the area has been in
continuous operation since it first opened.
The Watson Lake ski hill known as Mt. Maichen
has a vertical of 600 feet, two T-bars, nine runs
ranging from beginner to expert and a beautiful
chalet that provides full services.

In 1985 due to rising insurance costs and a
need for trained first aiders, fourteen volunteers
started training with lots of help from the
CSPS6s Mount ai nDiviBienv i
provided us with examiners including Sandy
Cummings, Louise Coleman-Bradford, Gail
Hubbard, who was then the Division president,
Bill Inch and Val Claveau. These individuals
gave us a lot support with equipment and badly
needed on-hill training. Watson Lake Zone
became official in 1986 with two of the original
patrollers still active.

Maintaining the Watson Lake Zone has
been quite a challenge due to the nature of a
northern transient community and boom or bust
economy. Many times we trained Patrollers
and Assistant Instructors only to have them
move on to another community. However, our
loss was anotherZone 6 s gai n.
developed a policy of approaching any skiing or
boarding newcomers in our area to join our
patrol. Our patroller numbers have fluctuated
from a low of 11 to a record number this year of
17 regular patrollers and 3 JSP&. Three of
these patrollers joined Yukon Zone after they
provided first aid services at the 2007 Canada
Winter Games in Whitehorse, and in return the
Yukon Zone helped us out last spring, when
many of our patrollers were out of the territory.

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On our Z"annivérsary i Q006 we
received the Mountain Division Outstanding
Zone Award. This was a great honour and the
members have proudly displayed the award in
the patroller room to remind everyone that we
are appreciated.

The Zone has offered services to the music
festivals as well as horse shows. Our Patrollers
also exclusively look after the School Ski
Program for children in Grades 4-7. This
program is now in its tenth year. Seeing the big
smiles and confidence in the young people is

WHITEHORSE

Mount Sima will be re-opening this year.

As you may have heard, Mount Sima fell on
hard times last year. After experiencing a chain
of serious issues with equipment failure, the hill
closed down after only 3 days of operation.
Thanks to funding from the Territorial
Government, the City of Whitehorse and Yukon
Lotteries, the hill has secured the funding
necessary to get back on its feet and fully
operational. A fresh board of directors is in
place to run the hill, utilizing a new board
structure whereby user groups are each
represented on the board - including a seat for
the ski patrol. Don Wilson (CSP # 813) is the
CSPS representative on the Great Northern Ski
Society board. The snowmaking, chair lift and
t-bar have all been fully repaired and inspected.
A full contingent of staff has been hired,
including a new hill manager, outdoor
operations manager and snowmaking crew.
Mount Sima hopes to be open in time for the
Christmas holidays, snow and weather
permitting.

Ski patrol first aid training has been
completed and we are ready to shake off the
rust and get back at it after a year away from
the hill. The new hill manager is fully supportive
of the CSPS patrol and has further stated that
he will support a junior patrol program,
contingent upon securing insurance coverage
