Those really are 
Canadian Ski Patrol jerseys on a new crew of

season, says its president, Dick Hornby.  

Well known on the slopes, Ski Patrol volunteers 
provide first aid and are dispatched whenever a 
skier gets into trouble. Those skills should transfer

Ski patrollers pack first-aid kits and cell phones

riders, he said.

Hornby and his group of about 15 volunteers 
approached the city earlier this year to see if Red 
Deer was interested in their help. There 
would be no dispatch and no set schedule, but 
each volunteer has been asked to go out for at  
least one hour per week. Most will patrol for five to 
six hours a week, he said.

It also helps members keep their first-aid skills 
sharp. Ski patrol members are required to train and 
write an exam every year, he said.  

Patrollers report back to Hornby at the end of each 
shift to let him know what they saw and any 
services they performed during their walk or ride.
